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KidSport Scholarship Information

SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATIONS ARE DUE BY JUNE 5

The KidSport Scholarship is designed to assist families with young children meet the cost of
the KidSport Summer Camp program. It is available to any eligible parent or guardian of
children enrolled in the KidSport morning program only. Scholarships are awarded based on the
evaluation of the information that is requested.

Scholarship Policies

Need-based scholarships are available for KidSport Morning only. The number of scholarships
awarded is dependent on the amount of money available. Scholarship applications must be
sent in. Scholarship eligibility is contingent upon camp attendance. Scholarships are good for
KidSport 2017 only. All scholarship documentation will be kept confidential. Must provide the
documentation listed below with the scholarship application:

1. Your 2016 federal income tax return (if you have more than one adult in the household
and you file “Married Filing Separately,” please provide both returns) OR your 2016 W-2
forms for all members of the household earning an income

2. All members of the household earning an income must provide the last two pay
stubs/LES (military) or Social Security /disability checks for all household members
earning an income OR a copy of bank statements showing the amount of automatic
monthly deposits.

NOTE: If you do not have any of the above documentation listed, please submit a letter
explaining your situation.

KidSport follows the sliding fee scale based on the 2016 HUD 4-Person Very Low
Income Limit Calculations of Washtenaw County. If granted a scholarship, you
may be asked to pay a portion of the fees.
